Readings Next Week  (March 28, 2021) PALM SUNDAY 

Isaiah 50:4-7 (The Lord’s servant will stand firm, even when per-
secuted.) 

Philippians 2:6-11(Christ was obedient even to death, but God has 
exalted him.) 

Gospel Reading (Mark 14:1—15:47 (shorter form: Mark 15:1-39) 
Jesus is sentenced to death and crucified. The centurion who wit-
nessed his death declared, “This man was the Son of God.” 

Background on the Gospel Reading 

This Sunday, called Palm or Passion Sunday, is the first day of Holy 
Week. Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and the Easter Vigil on Holy 
Saturday are called the Triduum—three days that are the highlight of 
the Church year.  At the Liturgy of the Word on Palm Sunday, the 
events of Jesus’ passion are proclaimed in their entirety. In Lection-
ary Cycle B, we read the passion of Jesus as found in the Gospel of 
Mark. We will hear these events proclaimed again when we cele-
brate the Triduum later in the week. On Good Friday, we will read 
the passion of Jesus from the Gospel of John. 

In Mark’s Gospel, Jesus’ passion and death are presented as the con-
sequence of the tension between the Jewish authorities and Jesus that 
had been building throughout his public ministry. This tension 
reached its breaking point when Jesus drove the merchants and mon-
eychangers from the Temple. After this event, the chief priests and 
scribes began seeking a way to put Jesus to death, and yet, this is 
only the surface explanation for his death. When Jesus was arrested 
and brought before the Sanhedrin—the council of Jewish priests, 
scribes, and elders—he was charged with blasphemy, citing his 
threat to the Temple. When he was brought before Pilate, however,

the religious authorities presented his crime as a political one, charging 
that Jesus claimed to be king of the Jews. In continuity with a theme of 
Mark’s Gospel, the messianic claim of Jesus is widely misunderstood. 

In Mark’s Gospel, Jesus’ disciples are rarely models of faith and do little 
to invoke confidence in their capacity to continue his ministry after his 
death. They fare no better in Mark’s narrative of Jesus’ passion and 
death. At the Last Supper, the disciples insisted that none among them 
would betray Jesus. When Jesus predicted that their faith would be shak-
en in the events ahead, Peter and the other disciples protested vehement-
ly. Yet in the garden of Gethsemane, Jesus returned three times to find 
them sleeping. Jesus prayed in agony over his impending fate while his 
disciples slumbered through the night. Just as Jesus predicted, Peter de-
nied Jesus, and the disciples were absent during Jesus’ passion and 
death. Only the women who had been followers of Jesus in Galilee are 
said to have been present at the Crucifixion, but they remained at a dis-
tance. 

Throughout this Gospel, Mark challenges the reader to consider the 
claim with which the Gospel begins: Jesus is the Son of God. When we 
read Mark’s account of the passion, we begin to comprehend the deeper 
theological statement being made about Jesus’ death. In Mark’s telling 
of the passion narrative, Jesus understood his death to have been preor-
dained, and he accepted this death in obedience to God’s will. Jewish 
Scripture is quoted only once, but there are several references to the ful-
fillment of the Scriptures. Jesus understood his anointing in Bethany as 
an anticipation of his burial, and he announced that this story would be 
told together with the Gospel throughout the world. Jesus predicted his 
betrayal by Judas as well as Peter’s denial. At his arrest, Jesus acknowl-
edged that the preordained time had arrived. Jesus was both confident 
and silent before his accusers. After he was sentenced to death, Jesus did 
not speak again until his final cry from the cross. The bystanders misun-
derstood and believed that he was calling for Elijah. The Roman centuri-
on, however, affirmed what Mark has presented throughout this Gospel: 
Jesus is the Son of God. Nowhere was this revealed more fully than in 
his death on the cross. During Holy Week, we prayerfully remember the 
events of Jesus’ passion and death. As we meditate on the cross, we ask 
again and anew what it means to make the statement of faith that Jesus, 
in his obedient suffering and dying, revealed himself to us as God’s Son.

REFLECTIONS FOR LENT by Fr. Thomas Connery 

FIFTH SUNDAY OF LENT  (MARCH 21)  

“Sir, we would like to see Jesus.” AN ORPHAN BOY WAS LIVING 
IN PARIS AT THE END OF WORLD WAR II. All alone, he had to 
scrounge around the city as best as he could to find food, clothes and 
shelter. Most everyone was experiencing desperation. Years before, 
he had heard someone talk about God and even Jesus. But with the 
hell on earth that the war had brought into his life, he had long since 
lost what little faith he had. One cold morning he stopped outside 
the window of a small bakery. His stomach ached from the smell of 
the fresh bread . He was so absorbed in the moment outside the bak-
ery window that he didn’t realize an American soldier had come up 
and was watching him.  He hardly noticed it when the G.I. walked 
past him into the store. He did, however, notice the large bag the 
baker was filling for the G.I. with rolls, bread and pastries. And the 
boy could hardly breathe when the soldier exited the shop, knelt 
down and handed him the bag. He looked at the G.I. with astonish-
ment and gratefulness. Finally, he asked the question that was run-
ning through his mind: “Mister, are you Jesus?” People today still 
long to see Jesus. We are to be Jesus to others. As St. Teresa of Cal-
cutta counseled: do small acts of kindness with great love. This is 
what the world waits to see. We will show them Jesus by  our love.   .  
 

FATHER, I want to show your Son to the world by my example. 
When I live like your Son, they will know that God is with us. I may 
not do anything extraordinary, but I can do little acts of kindness. 
This Lent may I show others your Son Jesus. Amen 

PALM SUNDAY OF THE PASSION OF THE LORD (MARCH 28) 

“Say to daughter Zion. “Behold, your king comes to you, meek and 
riding on as ass..” Mt 21:5  IN THE ANCIENT NEAR EAST, A 
KING ENTERED A CITY RIDING ON A WARHORSE IN OR-
DER TO CONVEY HIS MILITARY POWER—particularly when 
he was entering a newly conquered city—where his rule may have 
been regarded as illegitimate or met with suspicion or outright re-
jection. The exception to this custom was when a beloved king en-
tered his own capital city. There he would ride in on a donkey—the 
benevolent king. Jesus enters the city of Jerusalem in meekness and 
gentleness. He comes not to lord it over the people, not to impose his 
will upon them. He comes as the benevolent king. How do I deal with 
authority? We all have some level of authority—maybe at work, or 
within your family or even with your pet dog. Kindness  first. 

FATHER, your Son Jesus enters the city not to dominate but to 
come to die. He accepts this final ending. He is obedient to your will. 
Help me to accept your will for me, especially when it is difficult or 
when I deem it unfair. Grant me the strength and meekness to do 
your will. When I want to strike back, I will look to Jesus for inspi-
ration, I pray in his name. Amen
