Readings Next Week  (June 13, 2021) 11TH SUNDAY 

Ezekiel 17:22–24 
I, the Lord, bring low the high tree and lift high the lowly 
tree.

Background on the Gospel Reading 
After Lent, the Easter season, and three Sundays of feast 
days—Pentecost, Most Holy Trinity, and Most Holy Body and 
Blood of Christ—the Church returns to Ordinary Time. This 
Sunday’s Gospel from Mark carries a significant message re-
garding faith and the Kingdom of God. In Mark’s Gospel, Je-
sus appears reluctant to reveal his identity as the Son of God. 
After performing miracles of healing, he warns those cured to 
tell no one (see Mark 1:44, 3:12, 5:43, 7:36, and 8:26). Also, 
when preaching, Jesus chooses to speak to the crowds in para-
bles, leaving them to discern his message. Only to his disci-
ples does he explain the parable’s meaning, and he does this in 
private at a later time. 

Today’s Gospel Reading consists of two parables about seeds. 
In the first, Jesus tells those gathered that this is “how it is 
with the kingdom of God.” A man scatters seed which over 
time sprouts and develops. Then when the grain is ripe, the

man harvests his crop. The emphasis in the parable is on the seed, 
which seemingly has the power to grow on its own. In this it is 
like the Kingdom of God. While on earth, Jesus planted the seeds 
of the kingdom by his life, miracles, teaching, and suffering. 
However, the kingdom is not yet fully established. Although al-
ready present in Jesus and his group of twelve, it has yet to come 
to fruition; just as the seed in the parable needs time to grow, so 
does God’s kingdom. The second parable focuses on the tiny mus-
tard seed. Though not the smallest of all seeds, it is most likely the 
smallest that a first-century farmer in Jesus’ part of the world 
would have sown. Small as the mustard seed is, it develops into a 
tree. Though the mustard tree generally averages only nine to 
twelve feet in height, it has a wide expanse and provides a nesting 
place for birds. Just as the tree welcomes the birds, so is God’s 
kingdom welcoming and open to many. These parables help us 
discern something about the kingdom of God and our own faith. 
In God we live and move and have our being, but God is a mys-
tery and his kingdom, though present, has not yet come into its 
fullness. Today, the Kingdom of God is present in the Church. 
The mission of proclaiming the Good News of the Kingdom given 
to the Apostles is now given to us. But just as seeds need time to 
come to fruition, so does the Kingdom of God. That is why in the 
Lord’s Prayer, we pray, “thy kingdom come.” We know that it 
will come in its fullness at the end of time. All we need is faith.

CATECHISM IN A YEAR 

271. What is the Eucharist? 
 
The Eucharist is the very sacrifice of the Body and Blood of the 
Lord Jesus which he instituted to perpetuate the sacrifice of the 
cross throughout the ages until his return in glory. Thus he en-
trusted to his Church this memorial of his death and Resurrection. 
It is a sign of unity, a bond of charity, a paschal banquet, in which 
Christ is consumed, the mind is filled with grace, and a pledge of 
future glory is given to us. 
 
272. When did Jesus Christ institute the Eucharist? 
 
Jesus instituted the Eucharist on Holy Thursday "the night on 
which he was betrayed" (1 Corinthians 11:23), as he celebrated 
the Last Supper with his apostles. 
 
273. How did he institute the Eucharist? 
 
After he had gathered with his apostles in the Cenacle, Jesus took 
bread in his hands. He broke it and gave it to them saying, "Take 
this and eat it, all of you; this is my Body which will be given up for 
you". Then, he took the cup of wine in his hands and said, "Take 
this and drink of this, all of you. This is the cup of my Blood, the 
Blood of the new and everlasting covenant. It will be shed for you 
and for all so that sins may be forgiven. Do this in memory of me". 
 
SAINT OF THE MONTH —ST PAUL—JUNE 29 

One of the first great missionaries of the early church, Paul’s sig-
nificance to Christianity may be surpassed only by Jesus himself. 
Born in Tarsus in Asia Minor to Greek-speaking Jewish parents, 
he would become a fervent member of the party of the Pharisees 
and Paul became a tentmaker. Paul would also become a fervent 
persecutor of the early Christian church but one day, while travel-
ing to Damascus to continue his campaign against Christians, he 
was knocked off his horse and had a vision of Jesus. After this life 
altering experience, Paul would spend three years in Arabia re-
flecting on the meaning of his conversion to the Christian faith.  

After his stay in Arabia, Paul would travel to Jerusalem to meet 
with the leaders of his new faith. Paul was entrusted with a mis-
sion to proclaim the gospel in the western part of the Roman em-
pire, particularly to the gentiles. In his twenty years of proclaim-
ing the Gospel to the gentiles, Paul went on  four missionary jour-
neys. As he made converts to the Christian faith, Paul established 
several churches. Given that his missionary journeys kept him 
away from the communities that he founded, Paul kept in touch 
with them by writing to them. Some of the letters that Paul wrote 
to these fledgling communities would in time become part of the 
New Testament. 

Paul was arrested during his last stay in Jerusalem, which as a 
Roman citizen he was able to appeal to Rome. It is generally 
acknowledged that Paul was martyred for his faith while awaiting 
trial in Rome, perhaps during the reign of Nero. His feast day is 
celebrated, along with the other great early church leader Peter, on 
June 29.
